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VSITING STUDENT PROGRAM AGREEMENT
BETWEEN

UNIVERSITY OF SEOUL of 163 Seoulsiripdae-ro, Dongdaemun-gu, 02504 Seoul, Republic of Korea
The above named shall be referred to jointly as the “Parties” or singularly as a “Party”. 

It is the purpose of this Visiting Student Program Agreement, to define the roles and responsibilities of the Parties to facilitate the participation of the undergraduate students from [Partner University (XXX)] in the Visiting Student Program (VSP) of the University of Seoul (UOS).
The Parties, acting in good faith, wish to engage in the program for the beneficial promotion of the participating student’s academic, physical and cultural experience under the following terms: 
1. DEFINITIONS

In this Student Exchange program Agreement:

a) “Home University” means the university from which a student intends to graduate. 

b) “Host University” means the UOS, which runs the VSP.
c) “VSP” means a visiting fee-paying student program at UOS for one semester or up to two semesters (one year) allowing a minimum enrollment of six (6) hours of credit. Each semester students will pay at the visiting student or international degree seeking student fee rates.
2.
COORDINATION

Each university shall appoint a Coordinator with responsibility for the conduct of the VSP. 
3.
ELIGIBILITY 

The VSP shall be open to undergraduate students.

The participating students will be directly applying to UOS and be treated the same as the exchange student at UOS, but they will need to pay all their tuition and fees plus, housing, meals, insurance, and other related costs.
The students shall: 

a) have completed at least one year of full-time study at the home university 
b) have good to excellent academic performance records  

c) meet all specific admissions requirements set down by the host university, including language proficiency

4.
DURATION OF STUDY
Students shall register full-time at the Host University for one academic semester or for a maximum of one academic year. An academic year at UOS includes the fall (September-December) and spring (March-June) semesters.
5.
NUMBER OF VSP STUDENTS

There is no set number of VSP students.
6.
TUITION and FEES
Participating students in the VSP will need to pay all their tuition and fees.
7.
OTHER EXPENSES 
Payment for all travel, accommodation, medical insurance, medical costs not covered by insurance, food, subsistence costs, books and other educational materials, shall be the sole responsibility of the individual students participating in the VSP. 

Note: Obtaining and maintaining appropriate visa status is the responsibility of the student. However, the host university will provide all necessary documentation and forms. 

8.
SELECTION 
Each participating student to the VSP must meet the application deadline set for each semester. UOS reserves the right to reject candidates and to admit qualified candidates. The exact program of study will be determined by the student with the approval of academic advisers at both the home and host universities.
9.
ACADEMIC STATUS 

VSP students may apply to any academic program offered at the host university, but the host university reserves the right to exclude students from programs with restricted enrollment. All students will remain enrolled as regular degree candidates at their home university and will not be enrolled as candidates for degrees at the host university. Credits towards the students’ degrees will be awarded by the home university. 

10.
EVALUATION 

At the completion of each VSP student's stay, the host university will provide the student with adequate information on the student's performance, including a transcript (or its equivalent) as soon as it is practical.  

11.
RIGHTS & RESPONSIBILITIES 

VSP students will have the same rights and privileges enjoyed by other students on the host campus. Students participating under the terms of this agreement shall be subject to the rules, regulations, and code of conduct of the host university. The host university reserves the right to terminate a student's exchange program if that student violates any rules or policies of the host university.  

12.
MODIFICATION 

This agreement may be modified at any time if done in writing and signed by both parties. Notwithstanding this, any students who have commenced their VSP before the date of termination will be allowed to complete their courses of study. 

13.
TERM OF CONTRACT 

This agreement is in effect from the date of signature for a period of five years and will be automatically renewed for the same period unless either university gives notification to the contrary no later than six months before the termination of this agreement.
